· Completed “Improvement of Farmers’ Saved Rice Seed in Bangladesh” under Poverty Elimination Through Rice Research Assistance, funded by DFID as a team member. The duration of the project was for five years and the collaborating organizations include IRRI, Philippines; CAB Bioscience, UK and some national Govt. and non-Govt. organizations. The project activities were performed in seven regions of Bangladesh. The project was run through farmers’ participatory approach. We could demonstrate that good quality healthy seed could be produced and preserved at farm level and by using such seed at least 10% rice yield could be increased and 50% of the seed used by the farmers could be saved.
